3) The injector slide rods are in position and have not popped 
out of the top plate holes. 

4) The ball lift springs (SPR0001) and torsion arm springs

 (SPR0006) are in the correct position and not missing or broken.


5) Ensure that the lead screw has been greased. 


6) The lift pivot screws (MAC0015) are secure and not missing.
